‘Draw Near’ offers us the opportunity to strengthen 
our habits and patterns which help us grow as 
disciples of Christ day by day, especially as we 
prepare to celebrate the great mystery of God’s 
saving love at Easter. 
 
Each week a different contributor explores a different 
aspect of Christian discipleship - 
worshipping together, praying, exploring the Bible, sharing communion, 
offering service and sharing the good news with others.  There is also a special version for 
children.   
 
The course has a supporting book ‘Dancing to the Heartbeat of God’ which includes a foreword 
and afterword by the Archbishop of Canterbury-designate, Dame Sarah Mullaly, and an 
introduction by the Archbishop of York, Stephen Cottrell.  It offers a confident and hopeful vision 
of faith lived out in everyday life.  
 
You can also sign up to the Everyday Faith App which will carry reflections based on the booklet.
